= |tis important that the Warm Fuzzy is installed correctly. Improper
installation can interfere with the function of the safety harness,
resulting in your child not being properly secured and possible

injury.

= These instructions are written specifically for the installation of the
Warm Fuzzy in a BOB Stroller. If you are installing the Warm Fuzzy
in another brand of stroller, you need to insure that it is installed
correctly and does not interfere with the proper function of the child
restraint system. Failure to do so can result in injury to your child.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

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1. Fig. 1 illustrates the
components of the safety
harness system.

Unfasten sternum and crotch
strap buckles (older models
do not have sternum strap).

2. Unfasten all velcro sections
(red on back side) of Warm
Fuzzy.

3. Place Warm Fuzzy in the
stroller seat, making sure the
two parallel slots are placed
against the seat back and the
single slot is on the seat
bottom. Tuck the Warm Fuzzy
into the upper and lower
corners of the seat back.

4. Locate the crotch strap
and route it through the single
slot as shown in Fig 2.

5. Route each shoulder strap
and ladder lock forward,
through upper part of each
respective slot on Warm
Fuzzy seat back.

6. Route hip belt (older
models do not have hip belt)
forward, through lower part of
each respective parallel slot
on Warm Fuzzy seat back.

7. Route harness anchor
straps on top and outboard of
Warm Fuzzy seat bottom.

8. Align and fasten all four
sets (red) velcro fasteners of
Warm Fuzzy one at a time.

9. Connect the crotch buckles
to the crotch strap, as shown

are not twisted. Fig. 4 shows
the Warm Fuzzy correctly
installed with Safety Harness
components fully accessible
and buckles fastened.

10. To properly secure your
child in the stroller, refer to
the Seat Safety Harness
section of Owner’s Manual
supplied with your stroller.
